AFTER GETTING DENTAL SEALANTS
e Sealants only protect the back teeth. Brush and floss daily to keep teeth healthy.
e You may not be able to see the sealants, or they may look white or cream colored.
e It may feel strange to bite for a day or two. That feeling goes away.
e An allergic reaction is possible, but it is very rare. If you notice any unusual symptoms in your child
after treatment, call your child's doctor.
